T: Boolean (also Boolean Operator): A system of logic that, when 
applied to searches, modifies search terms with the “operators” AND, 
OR and NOT. Boolean operators allow you to broaden or narrow the 
range of your search. 
 
T: Directory: Directories are compiled lists of sites, categorized and 
organized by topic. Each directory listing contains short, descriptive 
information about the site. Unlike search engines (like Google), 
directories are compiled by human editors who approve listings
