MPS Medication Guidelines:

Under certain unusual circumstances , when it is necessary
for a child to take medication during school hours, the
following requirements must be met:

Prescription medication must be in the original
container with a non-expired prescription label
and current directions.

Over -the-counter medications must be in the original
container with directions. Appropriate dosage
including age as stated on the label will be
dispensed. Over-the-Counter medication may
not be given longer than 5 days without a
doctor’s order.

A written permission medication consent form must be
signed by the parent/guardian to administer
medication to the child. Dosage amount, time,
dates to be given and name of medication must be
stated.

All medication must be brought to and picked up
from the health office by a parent/guardian or
another responsible adult.

I nhalers cannot be

consent form signed by the parents.

Medications that are given 1-3 times a day need to
be given by parents/guardians prior to school,
immediately following school, and/or at
bedtime.
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Counselors Corner~

Student and staff safety is our top priority in Mesa Public
Schools. All students across the district have learned about our
district-wide safety procedures. As the school counselor, I
provided a safety lesson to all students here at Las Sendas. We
discussed what students, teachers, staff, and first responders do in
an evacuation, lockdown, medical emergency, and seeking shelter
if there was bad weather. Our emergency protocol posters are

posted in every classroom for students and teachers.

While protocols are regularly reviewed at school, parents
are highly encouraged to discuss them with your child at
home. This is also an opportunity for you to discuss with your
child what to do if an event occurred in your own home. Most

children have questions of what to do when at home. I told them its important to dlscuss an action plan
with their parents because we each have different homes, phones, and people in our household/

neighborhoods.
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
